The Community Service grant allows affiliated credit unions, chapters, and credit union-affiliated and/or collaborating organizations to apply for grants to assist in local community service activities – the embodiment of credit union philosophy. This grant can also be used to sponsor scholarly research in public policy areas of importance to the credit union movement.

Guidelines:

1. TCUF Community Service Grant Requests will be accepted year-round. 

2. TCUF welcomes grant requests from Texas credit unions, chapters, and 501(c)(3) tax-exempt “public charity” nonprofit organizations that are striving to meet local community needs in Texas.  Organizations must not discriminate on the basis of age, gender, race, creed, religion, sexual orientation, national origin, or disability.
3. TCUF will accept grant requests from either established organizations or new agencies demonstrating sound management and fiscal responsibility located in Texas.  Priority will be given to program applications that incorporate a partnership with or volunteers from a local credit union or benefiting credit union membership.
4. Year-end or mid-year financials are required for all requests.  If not available, an annual report or financials for the most current completed month will be accepted.
5. Provide an accompanying letter including the following:
· Show how grant would meet the credit union, chapter, or organization’s community objectives; 
· Applicant must demonstrate a strong commitment to the project through stated mission, program description, target recipients of program or service, anticipated outcomes;
· Show evidence of a capability to administer funds and implement program;
· Show how grant funds will be used to provide benefits that coincide with the stated mission of the Texas Credit Union Foundation, “Empowering people to improve their financial well being”;
· Applicant should be able to demonstrate support for the projects after grant funding is discontinued;  

· Project should include clearly defined and achievable objectives, activities, and progress indicators.
6. Requests for general operating or capital improvement support will not be considered.

7. Grant funds cannot be used for investments in or for the purchase of land and real estate, buildings, stock, securities, or any other similar type of investment.

8. The grant request cannot involve a liability to the Texas Credit Union Foundation (TCUF) beyond the amount of the grant.

9. TCUF encourages organizations to discuss the feasibility of requests with our staff prior to submission.  
10. The TCUF Grants Committee will review all grant applications.  The Grants Committee consists of at least three TCUF Board of Trustees appointed by the TCUF Chairman of the Board.  A full report of all grant authorizations to the full Board of Trustees will be made at the next regularly scheduled Foundation meeting.             
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
