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 Grant Application Guidelines
Eligibility

1. The applicant must be a volunteer, serving on a committee or employed by a Texas credit union.

2. Applicant’s participation in chapter activities is strongly encouraged.

3. Recipient should be able to demonstrate support for the projects after grant funding is discontinued.

4. Project should include clearly defined and achievable objectives, activities, and progress indicators.

5. Demonstrate a consistency with the philosophy and values of credit unions as member-owned cooperatives.
6. Recipient must demonstrate a strong commitment to the project

7. Recipient must use the grant during the year it is awarded and for the purpose stated on the application.

8. No more than one grant proposal per year, per credit union (not including: SCMS Scholarship, Disaster Relief Aid or CIF grants).

9. The proposal cannot involve a liability to the TCUF Foundation beyond the amount of the grant.

Process

1. Complete and submit a TCUF grant application by the deadline date prior to the event.

2. TCUF’s Grants Committee will attempt to accommodate requests for Training Resources special sessions that are not announced in time to make application deadlines.

3. A credit union’s most recent CAMEL ratios report is used in grant consideration.   If not available the grant committee will contact the credit union for the current monthly financial report.

4. If request is for equipment, attach vendor supplied detailed description and price quotes. 
5. Approval/denial of applications will be communicated with applicants within one week of Grants Committee meeting.
6. Grant funds are disbursed by reimbursement of incurred expenses.  After completion of the event, approved training, or project implementation, grantee will submit receipts with an expense report that will be provided upon grant approval.

7. Grant funds are provided for a specific request for the calendar year in which the grant is approved.  Funds spent on other training, projects, or events may not be reimbursed.  

8. Expenses not submitted within sixty days after the event may not be reimbursed.

9. Grant funds cannot be used for investments in or for the purchase of land and real estate, buildings, stock, securities, or any other similar type of investment.

Instruction for Submission of Grant Applications

1. Submit only one grant application copy.

2. A cover letter to the Grant Committee explaining why the training is essential.  Please complete the attached Training Calendar, which includes information on each training event.
3. If requesting expenses other than registration fees, you must include a breakdown of all expenses (i.e. registration fee, lodging, travel etc.) related to the event.
4. Important: Attach all necessary documents.  Application will not be processed without the attachments.
5. CIF Grants (i.e. annual audits, planning sessions, hardware: computer, printer, software): Include a copy of the vendors quote; grant application and letter (as stated above).
6. Grant proposals will be considered for emergency relief to provide temporary support for credit unions that have experienced natural disasters.  These funds will be used to replace supplies, reconstruct records and other forms of institutional aid, but not for food or other forms of basic emergency relief generally provided by other organizations.
