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Texas Credit Union Foundation Disaster Relief Program and Process
As the 501(c)(3) public charity for the Texas Credit Union movement, the Texas Credit Union Foundation (TCUF) is committed to assisting credit unions and their employees when disasters take place in our local communities.  In order to take full advantage of the benefits offered to Texas credit unions during these times of natural and/or catastrophic disasters, below is an outline of the Foundation’s disaster relief plan for Texas.  

Phase One Emergency Grants

Phase One Emergency Grants are provided to credit union employees to assist with immediate disaster relief needs, such as out of pocket costs that may result from being evacuated.  These grants are up to $500 per credit union employee.  The intent of these grants is to help stabilize the credit union employee’s individual situation so they can return to work.
Step One:   Each employee needing emergency assistance should complete an Emergency Grant Application.  NOTE:  The credit union ceo or manager must sign and date these applications before submitting to the Texas Credit Union Foundation.  No grants will be processed without credit union ceo approval.

Step Two:  Grant applications may be faxed or mailed to the Foundation at the address provided on the application.  BE SURE TO PROVIDE A VIABLE MAILING ADDRESS WHERE THE GRANT CAN BE SENT.
Step Three:  Grants will be approved and processed by TCUF, then mailed to the grant recipient as soon as possible, usually within one week of receipt.  A list of the credit union’s grant recipients will also be provided to the credit union ceo.

Phase Two Disaster Relief Grants
Phase Two Disaster Relief Grants are intended to assist credit union employees with significant needs, after other forms of relief have been exhausted.  Phase Two will be implemented following the distribution of Phase One Grants.   Amounts of grants will be dependent on the amount of disaster relief funds, but usually range from $1,000 - $3,000.   TCUF will issue a call to the CEO’s of affected credit unions for Phase II Grant Applications.
Step One:  Once credit union employees have fully assessed their damages, they may apply for a Phase II Grant, which will assist with unfulfilled disaster needs after other resources such as insurance, FEMA and other sources have been used.  Employees again, must submit a grant application, which will be signed and dated by the credit union ceo/manager.  Applicants are urged to provide as much detail as possible in these applications.
Step Two:  These grant requests will be reviewed and approved by the TCUF Grants Committee.  Notification will be made directly to the employee, with copies to the credit union ceo/manager.  Again, please provide an accurate, viable mailing address.
